Lesson 5 – task 4

Throughout our history, political cartoons have been used to express opinions and illustrate events occurring at that time.  The circumstances surrounding the American Revolution were full of subject matter for a cartoonist. 

Using the documents and your knowledge of social studies, choose an event or issue from the Revolutionary Era as a topic to draw a political cartoon.

Some key elements to remember when designing your political cartoon are:


caricature – exaggerating the size or shape of a person’s features 


symbolism – any object that stands for some other idea, person or thing


captions – words used to reinforce the cartoon’s message
